  Introduction


  What will happen to us when the Mayan calendar runs its course? There are many speculations concerning this question. So for answer I had to dive in a great deal of information.


  It is well known that the Mayan calendar ends on the 21st of December 2012. But very few know that just one of their calendars end so that the second of twenty-one calendars can begin.


  I’ve studied many of the Mayan myths basing on the Law of Unity (Annex 1) which I published in 2001, 2002 and in “The harmony of the Universe” 2004 and basing on The General Theory of Unity key theses of which are shown in this book in Annex 1, 2, 3, 4 and 7.


  Together with the Mayan myths I maid a study on the mythologies of other cultures like the Egyptian and Hindu culture in which I believe that the knowledge of the Universe and time can be found. This knowledge being partial by itself, but together with the wisdom of the different cultures is complemented in a general image of their worldview. My Law of Unity confirms a great deal of this knowledge and seeing the ancient myths from a different point of view gives us a chance to see into the future.


  This knowledge is also confirmed by the principles left by Hermes Trismegistus which are written in Annex 3 of the book. In that Annex the basic principles of the creation of the All-harmony can be also seen. The last are reconsider from today’s physical and mathematical point of view forming the General Theory of Unity.


  Hermes Trismegistus or “three times great” is the Greek name of the God Thoth – his reincarnation.


  Of course I haven’t ignored the latest scientific discoveries which confirm that which was already said by the Maya in a different way (see Annex 6 – Astronomy).


  The age we live in is such that today’s man always has a chance to projected his existence on Earth in any form of understanding he or she chooses and can rationalize the laws which function in any living organism, laws which are general for the whole Universe.


  In this book there are some important terms which I should point out:


  Galaxy – a star system linked by gravity consisting of interstellar gas and dust, plasma and invisible dark matter. All objects in a galaxy take part in motion around the common center of mass.


  Universe – the entire space in which we exist along with all the forms of energy and matter in it – planets, stars, galaxies and intergalactic spaces.


  All-harmony (Vsemir, Всемир) – the origin of this world is from Old Slavic “Vsio– Mir” and “Vsio-Mir-Om” where “vsio=all, all there is, the whole, the one”, “mir = world, peace, harmony” and “Om = the highest, the Divine, the Bright”. Since there isn’t an English word to mach Vsemir from this moment on I’ll use the literally translation All-harmony.


  The analysis shows that one of the most important characteristics determining the development of the Earth, of our Solar system, of the Milky Way, of the other known galaxies and of the whole All-harmony is their cyclic nature.


  There are various cyclic developments which are strictly fixed by the All-harmony. These cycles repeat themselves in the different levels of the All-harmony. In Annex 4 I look through the basic cycles in the All-harmony which are also a part of the General Theory of Unity. It is clear that the Maya, Incas and Egyptians knew the cyclic development of the All-harmony and the calendar which ends in 2012 shows the ending of one of the stages of a cyclic development. The fact that the other Mayan calendars continue shows that this isn’t the end of the world as we know it.


  The understanding of the cycles would help us understand why there is a fixed pass and why there is a fixed future. What is this? Also to give us an idea which process can and can’t be influenced by us and many major questions can be answered. In this exposition I’ll try to answer some of these questions and I’ll make the reader empathetic to my point of view which is a bit different from the common view.


  There are different types of cycles but each one has its character, and stages of development. To us a certain cycle, described in the myths of the ancient cultures, is of great importance. Her I’ll try to look at them from a different angle and this will give us a chance to see them in a different light.


  If we consider the happenings in all the single stages of development described in the different myths we will see they are much similar and the typical “rough moments” which had to be overcome by man are identical, the path definite in our development is also identical in the different myths. Of course the stories are told in a different way with other Gods and characters but looking from the point of view of the cycle they show a similar reality. See Annex 7 – a general plan of the cycle


  The idea of the development of the cycles, with there separate stages, is fundamental for this book.


  The accuracy of the results brought up and expressed in this book will most likely confirmed in the coming years of developing processes in the Solar system as well as in the All-harmony.


  To understand the process which work in the All-harmony I’ll add the knowledge of time given to us from the ancient Hindu Shastras. This knowledge was composed on Earth but has accurate numbers regarding the whole All-harmony. The same ideas for the principles of the cycles of time can be found in the Egyptian myths, the Mayan myths as well as in the myths of other cultures.


  The separate Annexes contain diverse information which not only confirms the main thesis but gives that minimum of knowledge which the reader needs to comprehend the text.

  1. The Mayan calendar


  The Maya were an ancient civilization. Despite the fact that their classic period is in the early years of the New Age there is no doubt that they were a much older culture and that there forefathers are from maybe more than a thousand years before. The chronology of the Maya starts 3114 years before Christ. Although their first age is mythological if we consider it as somewhat true that would mean that the Maya are as old as the Egypt civilization. The Maya were a large group of people with many tribes and nationalities like the Aztecs, the K’iche’, the Itza and many others. They lived in “metropolises” in constant quarrel and war.


  More people tend to get exited when hearing the date “21st of December 2012 – Judgment day” – the day on which the world will end. A prophecy confirmed by many different sources.


  Unlike most recently popular prophecies in this book one will find a new explanation of the process we can expect. The reader will learn that on the 21st of December 2012 11:11 A.M. starts the Beginning – a Big Bang for the next galaxy the Milky Way but not the end of ours. In other words:


  The Old must step aside to make way for the New, by converting into it!


  This beginning will determine the following development of our galaxy as well as the current and distant development of the Solar system. This date is the beginning of a new cycle.


  This is the briefest explanation of what is to happen on that date. In order to continue the explanation I’ll have to introduce you to the Mayan calendar, the Mayan myths, the myths of other cultures and I’ll will also present to you some new theories, new laws and principles for the development of the All-harmony and we will have to enter the world of today’s astronomy and biology.


  In the Mayan calendar it is illustrated that on the 21st of December 2012 the Sun will be situated in the center of the Milky Way indicated as a black hole. In the last few years astronomers discovered that there is a huge black hole in the middle of the Milky Way. The modern astronomy as well as the ancient Maya, claim that on the 21st of December 2012 the position of planet Earth, the Sun and the center of the Milky Way will align.


  The civilization of the ancient Maya, which inhabited the lands of Central America, was based on a very accurate calendar of the planet. They in fact had a number of calendars which illustrated different cycles in the Universe and in the Solar system.


  In 1511 when the Spanish reached the Mayan lands the great ceremonial centers of the empire were already abandoned and the territory was progressively taken over by the invaders. The Maya left traces of a very developed culture which the invaders constantly tried to destroy. The most horrible act of vandalism was the work of Diego de Landa. In June 1562 he burned all the scrolls, manuscripts and artworks of the Maya. It was because the books contained “superstitions and devil seduction”.


  It is without doubt that the Mayan knowledge in astronomy was most astonishing. This is known from three original Mayan books with illustrations called “codes” which are left from the ancient civilization till this day. Today the three books are conserved in museums in Madrid, Paris and Dresden. The first two codes are dedicated to astronomy and prophecy and the third – to the rituals, Gods and astrology. Today’s specialists admit that the Maya had a most impressive knowledge of the Moon and Venus which had been systematized after numerous observations. For this the Maya used observatories like those in Chichen-Itza called “seashells” in the towers of which openings were maid for observation of the Sun in the time of the equinox. Here is an example of the great accuracy of the calculations of the ancient astronomers. According to them the length of 149 lunar cycles was 4400 days. Today’s astronomers calculate this length as 4400.0575 days. In Mayan code of Dresden the period in which Venus circles around the Sun is calculated as 584 days and with the help of today’s modern equipment this period is calculated as 583.92 days.


  In the basis of the Mayan religion and science lies a very complex calendar in which the dating is by three separate scales. According to the Maya the solar year has 365.242129 days and today’s astronomers calculate this duration as 365.242 198 days. Scientists believe that to make such an accurate calendar the Maya had to have observed the movement of the planets for 10000 years!


  If we compare the length of the year from various calendars with that calculated by today’s astronomers we can see that the Mayan calendar comes closest to the absolute numerical value.


  Length of the year:


  According to the Julian calendar – 365.250000 days.


  According to the Gregorian calendar – 365.242500 days.


  According to the Mayan calendar – 365.242129 days.


  According to astronomical calculations – 365.242 198 days.


  With their astronomic observations and accurate mathematic calculations the Maya prove their great knowledge and rational way of thought. They used about twenty numbering systems they also had the number “zero” long before it was introduced in Europe and used a positional system to record the numbers. The calculated with huge values.


  In on text there even is the primal date of the occurrence of mankind – 5041738 years B.C.


  We will examine some of the Mayan calendars which are related to the subject of the book.


  One of these calendars is called “Tzolk’in” (in the Aztec language know as tonalamatl) consists of twenty days-names with thirty numbers-months. This gives the calendar a combination of 260 unique days. This calendar was used to date the time of important religious ceremonies as well as to predict the future.


  According to some scientists this calendar was used to determine the characteristics of time.


  Another Mayan calendar is with 365 days and is called “Haab”. This is a solar calendar. It consists of 365 days in 18 months each month having 20 days and at the end of the calendar was a symbol which added a period of 5 days to the calendar. For their chronology the Maya used this calendar which they corrected very accurately like we correct our calendar using the leap-year.


  For the Maya a single period was of great importance which today’s scientists, refer to as an annual calendar circle. This period comes when separately 18980 days or 52 years pass in the solar calendar “Haab” and 73 cycles of 260 days pass in the calendar “Tzolk’in”. This period plays an important role in the life of the Mayan people.


  The Maya measured long periods of time with the help of their long chronological system. In this system a year with 360 days has 18 months and each month has 20 days. The Maya called this year the “tun” year. Twenty “tun” years have the length of a single “katun” year; 20 “katun” years are the duration of a single “baktun” year (this is about 400 years); and 13 “baktun” years are equal to a single “Great cycle” of 1872000 days which is 5200 “tun” years or about 5125 solar years.


  Or:


  18 x 20 = 360 days, tun year1 year


  20 x tuk = 7200 days, katun year 20 years


  20 x katun = 144000 days, baktun year 400 years


  13 x baktun = 1872000 days, Great cycle 5125 years


  This system shows every date as a total of days, measured against a zero point equivalent to 12th of August 3114 B.C.


  Scientists are trying to correlate the long chronological system with today’s western Gregorian calendar and to find accordance between them. This is no easy task but still in 1905 Goodman suggested to make accordance between only 3 days of both calendars. The scientists gave a five-digit code for each day of the Mayan calendar. The zero point of the calendar – the 12th of August 3114 B.C. had the code (0.0.0.0.0.).


  On the 21st of December 2012 end one Great cycle of 1872000 days or 5125 years and this day has the code (13.0.0.0.0.). This day is linked with the winter solstice. One can say that the Sun is in a galactic checkpoint: the Equator (the equator of the Milky Way) and the ecliptic (the path of the Sun) in this moment will coincide and enter a resonance.


  The Mayan calendar which measures the long chronology ends on the 21st of December 2012 counting a total of 1872000 days or about 5125 years.

  The evolution of man according to the Mayan calendar passes in cycles. These cycles are nine and where discovered with the help of an archeological find – a pillar with writing on it. The Maya divided each one of these cycles into 13 sections – 7 days and 6 nights. The seventh day has no night and their duration is the same as our days. Each section of the cycle marks a new development in one’s conscience. Like the difference in the generations each new is much more apprehensive, deals better with the given information and uses it more effectively.


  There is just one starting point which is on August 1987 when the period which the Maya refer to as the age of shadows or the hell on earth will end. The prophecy foretells that in 25 cycles the beginning of the 5th world will come depending on the duration of the 25 cycles but it isn’t said in which calendar. That is why the exact duration of these 25 cycles can’t be precisely calculated and their end is around the year 2012 or more accurately speaking between the years 2010 and 2014.


  2. Time according to the General Theory of Unity


  According to my General Theory of Unity the All-harmony is separate into nine levels which are next to one another. The first three external levels are nonmaterial and the other six are material. We lie in the sixth level which is the third material level.


  There are nine types of time in the All-harmony.


  The physical symbols time and space in this text are highlighted because there meaning is a bit different from widely accepted idea of time and space.


  The Creation of time can be found in Annex 1 – the Law of Unity and the new physical terms can be found in Annex 2 – the General Theory of Unity.


  Every level of the All-harmony has its specific time. This time originates from the previous level as we go inwards from level one to nine.


  Time is primordial and is like a mother to all that is material and nonmaterial.


  The different times in the All-harmony can be defined with the Law of time and the results are close to those calculated by ancient Hindu Shastras.


  The Law of Time defines the mathematical proportion between the times of the different levels.


  3. Time according to the ancient Hindu Shastras


  Maybe you have heard that now we are in Kali Yuga. But what does that mean?


  The ancient eastern practice of Vastu Shastra gives us the answers we need. The original text can be found on the following website:

  The Shastra are ancient writings of the Hinduism. They are a part of the Vedas – the primal moral, regional, philosophical code and the main written treasure of the Hindu culture. “Shastra” means science. “You” according to the Vedas means a place for living, home. Vastu Shastra is not only a summary of the building tradition and architecture canon of ancient India but is a message for a harmonious and healthy existence according to the ecumenical, universal principles of the energy flow.


  I’ll make a link between the separate times in the Hindu Shastras and the levels of the All-harmony determined by the General Theory of Unity. This way one can understand why there are different times and which time applies to which level of the All-harmony.


  3. 1. The fourth level of the All-harmony


  On the fourth level of the All-harmony the day is determined by the Yuga. Yuga means “harness”, “pair” and “generation”. The ancient cosmographical tradition distinguishes four Yugas which are described in the epos: 1 – Krita Yuga or Satya Yuga (“a good, fine age”). The people were given all sorts of values; there was neither sorrow nor plague and all were equal and worshiped one God and one Veda. 2 – Treta Yuga. Justas and harmony slowly weakened and the sins emerged, but still all the people strictly regarded their religious duties; numerous sacrifices were maid. 3 – Dvapara Yuga. Evil and sin dominated in the world; the single Veda was split in four parts and then not everyone could understand and perform it, the people were struck by defects and disabilities. 4 – Kali Yuga. The virtues are in decay, life shortens and is full of evil and sin, the people kill one another, war sweep the land, greedy kings rob their peasants, the righteous suffer, wrongdoers prosper and the human interactions are filled with lies, wrath and greed; the Veda are now forgotten.


  The term Yuga came from a game of dice – that was the way that the sides 4, 3, 2 and 1 were called and it was less favorable as the numbers got lower. The knowledge of the Yuga develops this symbolism into further allegories: with the change of Yuga the law (dharma) slowly losses support – in the beginning it is carried by four pillars, then by three, two and finally by one. The length of the four Yugas is also in the ratio 4:3:2:1. Together they all make a single Maha Yuga (great Yuga). According to the traditions we live in the sixth millennium of the Kali Yuga which started in the year 3012 B.C.


  The most recent data are:


  The first day is called Satya Yuga and is equal to four Yugas or 1.728 million years.


  The second day and second Yuga is called Treta Yuga which is equal to three Yugas or 1.296 million years.


  The third day or the third Yuga is called Dvapara Yuga which is equal to two Yugas or 864 thousand years.


  The fourth day or fourth Yuga is called Kali Yuga and which is equal to one Yuga or 432 thousand years.


  A single cycle of the four types of Yuga is called Maha Yuga. This cycle has the duration of 4.32 million years.


  The nights of the Yuga don’t act in this cycle. The days have different durations and the nights have equal durations after each four Yugas or 1.728 million years.


  After a single cycle is complete an intermediate period called Sandhi Kala follows.


  It is considered that in the time of the Sandhi Kala the whole earth Manu, which according to my General Theory of Unity is on the fourth level of the All-harmony, was under water.


  The Hindus believe that the creation and destruction of the Universe is a cyclic process. The nights of the Yuga are the destructive period in the cycle between day and night.


  According to the Hindu calendar we are now in Kali Yuga, a period which started on midnight 17th /18th of February in the year 3102 B.C. (from the Julian calendar). The length of the Kali Yuga is 432000 years after which a single Maha Yuga will end. When a single cycle ends begins the intermediate period of the Sandhi Kala with the duration of 1.728 million years.


  If we make a comparison with the Mayan knowledge we see that the Great cycle started (day 0.0.0.0.0.) on 11th of August in the year 3114 B.C. This data is 12 years earlier than the beginning of the Kali Yuga.


  Around the year 2012 from the Kali Yuga 5114 years have past and before each Yuga, which is a day on the fourth level of the All-harmony according to my theory, there is a night with a length of 1.728 million Earth years. This means that the destructive period (the night of the Yuga) has ended 5113 years ago. This maybe gives the explanation as to why the ancient history, having in mind the Egyptian and Hindu civilization start to be more specific after the year 3000 B.C.


  3. 2. The closest date for “the world’s end”


  Since the energies which rule the night after the end of each Yuga bring destruction and the end of the cycle of the four Yugas or the end of Maha Yuga also brings destruction we will now calculate the closest destructive period.


  From the point of view of the year 2012 this end will be after 426886 years or this will be the start of Sandhi Kala with a length of 1.728 million Earth years. In this period the material world which was created by Mount Meru according to Hinduism will be under water – according to the General Theory of Unity from the fourth to the ninth level of the All-harmony there will be no life.


  So far from the beginning of the All-harmony’s existence this has happened over 15 million times (15003073 times to be exact) and every time with the coming of the new day life in the All-harmony has reoccurred instantly as it was in the previous “day”.


  3. 3. The fifth level of the All-harmony


  The fifth level of the All-harmony is inhabited by so called Devas in the Hindu Shastras.


  Time on the fifth level of the All-harmony is determined by:


  1 mortal year = one day of the Devas;


  30 days of the Devas = 1 month of the Devas = 30 mortal years;


  12 months of the Devas = 1 year of the Devas = 360 mortal years;


  The Devas have a lifespan of 100 Deva years which is equal to 36000 mortal years. This is also the length of a cycle in the fifth level of the All-harmony – 100 years which on the sixth level of the All-harmony are equal to 36000 years.


  This is the cycle which starts on the 21st of December 2012. The cycle’s duration is a twelfth of the day’s duration on the fourth level of the All-harmony – Kali Yuga.


  12 x 36000 = 432000 years


  From the 21st of December 2012 the night of the Devas starts. This period is destructive but not devastating.


  3. 4. The first three levels of the All-harmony


  Time on the first level of the All-harmony from the comparative analysis between the General Theory of Unity and the Hindu Shastras is determined by Brahma.


  Time on the second level of the All-harmony I could determine with Manvantara.


  Time on the third level of the All-harmony I could determine with Maha Yuga.


  The destructive energies of the All-harmony rule in each night of Brahma, night of Manvantara, night of Maha Yuga and night of Yuga, carrying destruction at the and of each age. This act in nature is seen in Hinduism as:


  The Old must step aside to make way for the New, by converting into it!


  According to the mythological chronology Brahma lived 100 of “his own” years. When they run out comes the great destruction: the cosmos and the Gods die and chaos triumphs. But after a number of years equal to the life of Brahma chaos will slowly fade away and a new Brahma will be born and a new cycle will follow. It is believed that today’s Brahma is 51 years old.


  In “Brahma Purana” and in the Hindu cosmology Brahma is considered as the creator but no necessarily as a God. On the contrary he is seen as a creation of God called Brahman. The lifespan of Brahma is 100 Brahma years which are equal to 311040 hundred million earth years (or 311 trillion and 40 milliard years). At the end of his life there will be a gap of 100 Brahma years after which the new Brahma or the new creator will once again launch the new creation. This cycle is believed to repeat itself endlessly. The General Theory of Unity sees this as true because there is no reason for the basic principle of creation to be disturbed.


  3. 5. The occurrence of the human race on Earth


  According to the Maya mankind appearance on Earth was in 5041738 B.C.


  This means that man appeared on Earth before 140 cycles. One cycle has the duration of 36000 years.


  (5041738 + 2012) : 36 000 = 140.1


  These facts greatly changed the whole history of man on Earth.


  3. 6. Where is the beginning of the first level of the All-harmony?


  Which is today’s date considering the beginning of the All-harmony or in other words when is Brahma’s birthday?


  From the beginning of the first level of the All-harmony or the birth of Brahma according to the Hindu Shastras 50 years have passed and now we are at the first day of the 51 year.


  The time passed till today’s Brahma which is creative can be calculated as:


  155521979445114 earth years or 155.5 trillion years


  Part 2


  Basic principles

  1. Basic principles


  As a divine source of writing Hermes Trismegistus was recognized. Plato’s “Timaeus” and “Critias” notify that in the temple of Nate in Sais there were secret chambers containing historical documents from 9000 years ago.


  The character of Thoth is most popular in often appears in different myths and religions under different names. Some of these names are:


  – Mesoamerica – Quetzalcoatl


  – Inca – Viracocha


  – Rome – Mercury


  – Greece – Hermes Trismegistus; Hermanubis


  – the Middle East – Enoch


  – Persia – Zarathustra or Zoroaster


  – India – Narada or Vyasa


  – Chaldea – Oanes


  From the information we received the foundations of the esoteric knowledge were placed before over 6000 years (some sources say before 27000) by the god Thoth in ancient Egypt or as Hermes Trismegistus calls in – ancient Greece. We have conserved seven basic principles which are fundamental in his teachings. In is believed that the understanding of these principles and applying them in our lives is the key towards Wisdom.


  The principles left by Hermes Trismegistus are seven. It is believed that one who knows and understands them has a magical key for all the temple’s doors.

  I’ve always wanted to see the creation of the All-harmony from a mathematic and physical point of view. In the understanding of the Whole I’ve used the seven principles of Hermes Trismegistus. The difference between them is in the point of view towards one Creation.


  On the other hand the principles that I introduce can be seen as a “translation” of the seven principles. The new look towards the principles I’ve brought up from the mathematic laws which I’ve discovered and they are the basis of the General Theory of Unity.
